She enjoyed supporting her boys in
their many activities from music concerts to athletics. After moving to Chelan,
Marci was an active member of St. Francis Catholic Church.

She later became a member of Real Life Lake
Chelan, participating in several small groups. Sadly, in 2014, Marci started her
